Course outline “Environmental and Resource Economics”

Purpose
The aim of this course is to provide a comprehensive exposition of the core topics in Environmental and Resource Economics as well as to present modern topics of the European policy agenda.
Syllabus

The course covers the following topics: 1) Introduction to Environmental Economics, 2) ecological perspective and trade-offs, 3) Exhaustible Non-Reproducible Resources, d4 Renewable Non-Exhaustible Resources, 4) Green Growth, Circular Economy, and Resource Efficiency, 5) Environmental Valuation Methods, 6) Ecosystem Services, 7) Economic Activity and Pollution, 8) Economics of Climate Change & Environmental Policies, 9) introduction to the Economics of sustainable development.
Learning Objectives

By the end of the module, students will be able to i) understand the importance of economic thinking in managing environmental resources, ii) comprehend the importance of quantitative tools such as mathematics and econometrics as a policy tool in measuring environmental-related quantities and resource efficiency, iii) follow the line of environmental and energy related European policies, iv) understand the importance of interdisciplinarity in the study of the environment, energy, climate change and sustainable development.
Evaluation

The working language of the course is English. The evaluation is based on the mid-term exam (50%) and 2 compulsory projects (50%). The exam includes multiple-choice questions, short-answer questions, problem solving, and interpretation of estimation results. In any case, performance assessment is based on the level of understanding of the conceptual underpinnings of the topics presented and the essence of the course in general.
